Apprentice Instructor in Class Evaluation

The Apprentice Instructor in Class Evaluation is a rubric used by the MDOT MVA Compliance Inspectors to
assess an instructor’s classroom and facilitation skills. The Compliance Inspectors will be evaluating the
instructor based on three main categories (see attached tool for specific subcategories):

1. Classroom Management Skill

2. Communication Skills

3. Knowledge Level
